MR. PRESIDENT:

The Committee on Utilities recommends SB 166 be amended on page 1, in line 22, after 

"(b)" by inserting "(1)"; in line 24, after the period by inserting "Notwithstanding the provisions 

of  K.S.A.  66-1220a,  and  amendments  thereto,  or  any  rules  and  regulations  adopted  by  the 

commission, the commission shall not limit the disclosure of the names and addresses of the 

landowners of record that are required to be included with an application pursuant to subsection 

(a)(2).

(2) Any protective order issued by the commission prior to July 1, 2023, that limited the 

disclosure of the information required to be specified or included with an application pursuant to 

subsection (a)(2) shall be null and void only to the extent that such protective order limits the 

disclosure of the information required to be specified or included with an application pursuant to 

subsection  (a)(2).  Except  as  otherwise  provided  in  this  paragraph,  the  provisions  of  this 

paragraph  shall  not  be  construed  to  affect  any  other  document,  data,  contract,  proprietary 

information, trade secret or other commercial information subject to a protective order issued by 

the  commission  pursuant  to  K.S.A.  66-1220a,  and  amendments  thereto,  or  any  rules  and 

regulations adopted by the commission.

(c)"; 

And by redesignating subsections, paragraphs, subparagraphs and clauses accordingly; and 

the bill be passed as amended.
