HOUSE BILL No. 2298

AN Act concerning roads and highways; designating a portion of interstate 435 as the
Officer Donald Burton Gamblin Jr memorial highway; designating a portion of
United States highway 69 as the Robert Lessen memorial highway.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. The portion of interstate 435 in Johnson county from its
junction with Shawnee mission parkway then north on interstate 435 to
its junction with Holliday drive is hereby designated as the Officer
Donald Burton Gamblin Jr memorial highway. Upon compliance with
K.S.A. 68-10,114, and amendments thereto, the secretary of
transportation shall place suitable signs along the highway right-of-way
at proper intervals to indicate that the highway is the Officer Donald
Burton Gamblin Jr memorial highway.

Sec. 2. The portion of United States highway 69 from its junction
with K-47 highway in Crawford county then north on United States
highway 69 to its junction with 650™ avenue is hereby designated as the
Robert Lessen memorial highway. Upon compliance with K.S.A. 68-
10,114, and amendments thereto, the secretary of transportation shall
place suitable signs along the highway right-of-way at proper intervals
to indicate that the highway is the Robert Lessen memorial highway.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
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
